policy formation and decision making: .

Library Inadequate
"While" the physical resources of the

library are now inadequate , plans arc
underway to remedy this.. It isis obvious
that the library is administered in the
interest of the educational program to
a degree that is exceptional .

"1 he ,student personnel services andand
student activities are completely ade-¬
quateacross-across the board. 'ihe'

1 he athletic
program is in balance and in harmony
with the institution's' purpose and con¬

tributes to student welfare .

"The" evaluators admired the educa-¬
tional experiment wi h closed-

television and commend the college in
on this venture.. "

Weak Points
Also included in the list are four

items that the evaluators believe Mill--
ersville should try to improve :

"The" physical resources ( buildings ,

labs ) are definitely limiting the col-¬
lege's' program in several areas , most
noticeably in the library and in the
laboratory sciences.. The housing of
students is obsolete and cannot be
viewed with favor .

"The" faculty is heavily loaded..
Their teaching schedule is a maximum
one , but they have heavy advisementadv ement
loads which are not perfunctorily per-
formed.. The evalua.ors. found no gen-¬
eral grumbling about the situation ,

yet they could not help but conclude
thatt a serious consequence to the in-

stitution was the absence of faculty
commitment to research , individualy. y
or collectively , and a paucity of the
visible evidence of scholarly activity..

"The" organization , in two areas ,

( student personnel services and busi-¬
ness affairs ) could be improved. . There
are three co-equal- persons responsible
for reporting to the president on stu-¬
dent services.

"In" view of the fact that the college
devotes itself wholly to teached edu-¬
cation . . . the evaluators believe the
college- could achieve a beter' integra-¬
tion of the faculties of the laboratory
school and of the college-

This expression portrays the
sentiment of Ben Johns , an MSTC
student who studied for 13
months at the University of Paris ,

also known as the Sorbonne. .

At the time of ,Johns' ' departure
nomfrom the United States his ambition
was\ . ') to attend al six-weeks- summer
session at the University. . However ,

heh (' became so engrossed in the French
culture and customs that he remained
abroad for 20 months..

Johns was enrolled in the "Cours"
de CivilizationCiviliza tion Francaise"" ata t the Sor-
bonne. ,. This course was limited to
foreign students. and was composed
of two areas of study , namely a gram-

mar course and the student's' choice
of French culture. Johns, selected
French art and 17th and 18th cen-
tury French literature as his fields of
interest..

According to Johns the classes inin
grammar were conducted in much the
same manner as those on our campus ,,

but the lectures on French culture
were presented in an amphitheater..

After the lectures there were oppor-¬
tunities for questions to be asked..

ParisParis-Great Visual Aid
"Paris" is a wonderful visual aid

when studying the culture of France ,"
JohnsJ 0 h n s enthusiastically commented..
"We" went to see such places as Le
Louvre and Notre Dame immediately"
after learning about them in classclas ;' .

Also we attended La Comedie-Fran-- --
caise when we ,studied 17th centurycentur\\. '

comedy. "
During his sojourn in Paris Johns

tutored two French children in Eng-

¬

lish.. "

De Gaulle " "and the "Brawl"
Excitement mingled with fear pene-¬

trated the city throughout the period
when De Gaulle was being put intoin o
power.. Uprisings in the street called
"manifestations"" " in French were fre¬

quently quelled by armed policemen. .

Because it was not unusual for the
students to initiate these demonstra-¬
tions , the policemen often surrounded
the Sorbonne. .

On Christmas. Eve in 1958 Johns
visited the shrine at Lourdes , France ,,

while on Christmas Day he was ven¬

turing through Spain. . The tourist
terminated the Yuletide by celebrating
New Year's' Eve in Barcelona. . St..
Patrick's' Day found him among the
Irish in London.. Easter in the USA
climaxed the festive round of holidays..

Now , he's' a student again and look.
ing forward to a teaching career..
