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DR. CHANDLER NAMED
HEAD OF CLARION S.T.C.

Awaits Confirmation By Governor
Earle and Dr. Ade

Dr. Paul G. ("handler, who has
recently been called to be presi-
dent of Clarion State Teachers’
(‘ollege, has been a very influen-
tial and beneficial member of Mil-
lersville’s faculty. This appoini-
ment must be ratified by Governor
Earle and Dr. Ade Dbefore Dr.
Chandler may fill the position.
ITe came to Millersville in the fall
of 1927 to be a teacher in the Iddu-
ational Department and the di-
rector of Saturday and evening
work. During his ten years spent
here, he has taught many subjects,
including two English courses—
modern novel and pre-Shakespear-
ian literature—ecach of the edu-
cational courses at various times,
and some time ago, a course in
educational biology.

When the course in visual edu-
ation was put into the State cur-
riculum, he was assigned the
duiy of developing it at Millers-
ville.  Since he believed that edu-
ation is too theoretical and not
practical enough, he enjoyed
working out practical visual aids
for classroom teaching. In the
past four years, he has been devel-
oping the Millersville film library
which now contains 128 films and
has a membership of 66. Dr.
Chandler, although only supervis-
ing the work, attributes the effi-
ciency of that library to the boys
who have done the clervical work,
namely: Ralph Shields, John
Aderhold, and Robert Shoff. His
N.Y.A. workers are now making :
“illection of all the free visual
alds obtainable for classroom use,
“hese are being filed in cabinets
in the Visual Education Room for
the future use of any teachers or
students. DBesides this work, Dr,
Chandler has successfully coached
the baseball team for the past two
years.

Because he was the son of a
Methodist minister, Dr. Chandler
was moved about the country dur-
ing most of his early life. He has
lived in Millersville longer than
in any other town; it, therefore,

The fray was witnessed by a
capacity crowd of nearly 1400
rabid and calloused sports lovers
who went wild as play became
overly-tense in the latter stages of
+ the game,

It was the second defeat suffer-
ed by the Black and Gold in its
quest of the State title; however,
the locals remain very much in the
running for that title even though
it was asserted in a summeriza-
"tion of the game written for a
Philadelphia daily that Millers-
ville was eliminated from the race.
It must be remembered that the
Berks countains were soundly
-beaten in the first meeting of these
rivals this year.

In attempting to bring out the
most exciting and outstanding in-
cidents, it is virtually impossible
to do so without' reenacting the
-entire contest. However, the fine
work of individual members of
both combinations ought not go
unnoticed. George IEhemann,
M. S. T. C.s all around pivot man
turned in a fine exhibition in both
his caging and his floor game.
Time and again he used his bas-
ketball instinet to lead him to
goals. Ile also carried off high
scoring honors for the afternoon
with a total of 19 points.

As usually is the case, Captain
Maxie Bishop played his same
versatile type of ball, along with
having an ‘“on” afternoon as far
as sinking baskets. He contribut-
ed 13 markers to the score column
besides playing a  stellar floor
game, ;

While Kutztown’s Avalanche
did not show any too much. as a
team, the individual performances
of the Heffner cousins was the
main factor in pulling the Me-
Governmen out of the fray the
winners. Their hair-raising one
handed shots from all angles were
beautiful to see.
